• “What Can I Do With This Major,” an online and printed resource that links majors to careers. 

 
• FOCUS 2, a computerized self-assessment to assist with career and major decision-making. Students review results 

with career advisors, academic advisors, or faculty trained to interpret FOCUS 2.  

 
• CEP 101: Career Development, a 7-week, 2-credit course to help with career decision-making and choosing a 

major. Taught by Career Services staff fall and spring semesters and to Summer Spark students in summer.  
 

• Candid Career Videos, provider of 8,000+ informational interviews featuring industry professionals. Students may 

watch interviews of people in careers they are considering.  
 

• O*NET Online, occupational information that is interactive and accessible. 

 
• Occupational Outlook Handbook, a source of career information that describes what workers do, working

this as a normal interview - wear interview attire, prepare to answer and ask questions, etc. Students call
