Doors to the arena will open to graduates and guests one hour prior to the start of the
ceremony. There will not be early admittance, so please plan arrival accordingly.

Guests should enter Truist Arena through the main entrance off the circle drive at
the end of the pedestrian bridge coming from the Welcome Center Garage. To aid
with accessibility, guests and graduates may be dropped off in front of Truist Arena if
needed in the circle drive off Nunn Drive. Once inside the arena, you will be directed
to the elevator for access to the second floor concourse level.

Parking is free and open in all lots and garages on campus on Sunday, May 7.
Handicapped parking is available on all levels of the Welcome Center Garage located
across the street from the arena.

In the arena, accessible seating is available in the last row of certain sections on the
concourse level for any guests who should avoid stairs. Guests can visit the Guest
Services booth or ask a Truist Arena usher for assistance in finding a seat that meets
their mobility needs.
